Install a carbon monoxide alarm in 
your home. 

Give heaters space, keep them away 
from anything flammable. 

Use a fire screen around a fire place. 

Allow ashes to cool from a 
woodstove before putting them in  a 
steel container with a tight fitting lid. 

Change the batteries in your smoke 
alarms when you change your 
clocks.  

This is a good time to ensure your 
outdoor faucet is in good working 
order or if you don’t have one, 
perhaps you should consider 
installing one. In recent years, some 
residents have experienced frozen 
water pipes. A properly working 
outdoor faucet can be used when 
necessary to maintain a steady flow 
of water to prevent water pipes from 
freezing.
